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New2Golf Membership Benefits
New2Golf is a Wales Golf membership scheme aiming to inspire beginners to participate in golf, engage with the sport and help encourage them to become a member of their local golf facility. The New2Golf scheme is open to both adults and juniors with each member benefiting from the following items:
Participant Benefits:
· Rules and etiquette pocket reminders

· 50% off a golf lesson voucher*

· 6 for the price of 5 lessons voucher*

· Friend or family lesson voucher*

· 25% off golfers insurance through CCV

· Costs - £5.00 adult / juniors free
Providing the participants with professionally designed information packs that include all of the above has additional benefits to the club at which they are participating. These benefits include:
Club Benefits:
· Access to potential new members to promote and market your facility’s memberships
· Informs participants of basic club etiquette and an introduction to the rules of golf 

· Data capture forms supplied to provide the facility with the details of potential new members
· Professionally designed resources to provide to potential new members
· Golf facility will be part of a national marketing campaign to promote the New2Golf initiative

· Golf facility will be listed on the Wales Golf website as a New2Golf Centre (exposure) 

· Opportunity to market to a wider audience (e.g. bring a friend/family member voucher)

To qualify as a New2Golf Centre please ensure you adhere to the following criteria:

· Ensure Golf Professional is willing to accept the vouchers and provide discounts in relation to lessons (see above)*

· Run taster day/lesson

· Participants to complete Registration Form (on back of flyer) and club to collect fee (£5.00 adults, £2.50 juniors) – ensure email address is correct for future communication

· Return all completed Registration Forms with one cheque (of all fees) made payable to Golf Development Wales

· New2Golf membership packs will be sent out on receipt of the above, so they can be distributed within next few lessons

· Club to distribute packs to each member.  There will be a member number corresponding to each participant

Overleaf is an example of how Cardigan Golf Club successfully implemented the New2Golf scheme raising awareness throughout Golf Awareness Month. The hard work and dedication of all involved resulted in 66 New2Golf members!
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Cardigan Golf Club – New2Golf Success
Since working with Wales Golf, Cardigan GC has worked hard to make it easier for juniors to firstly try Golf but then join and play regularly at the club. Working with Wales Golf Staff, Cardigan have targeted the local community and created a robust junior pathway.
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With this in mind the club put a lot of focus on junior recruitment led by Lady Captain Julia Den Hartog and a group of volunteers. The clubs implemented the Wales Golf New2Golf scheme and the success in 2014 has been a great reward for the hard work and commitment shown by the club.

Working with Wales Golf the club accessed the Golf Foundations Golf Roots funding enabling a group of 8 volunteers and the PGA Professional to attend 2 multi-sport festivals. This saw the club deliver golf to over 600 pupils using tri golf equipment and each young person left the event with a flyer promoting junior golf taster day at the club.

The hard work of the volunteers was rewarded when 45 young people attended the taster day at which they tried various games to introduce them to the sport. 33 young people then continued with follow on lessons at the club feeding in to a 6 week New2Golf program. The club now runs a weekly roll up session with an average of 15 juniors attending per week and swelling the junior section to 24 NEW junior members, 14 of which are girls.

The ‘blue tee’ system has meant that the new juniors can play in competitions and get used to playing the golf course. Many have already progressed to red or yellow tees and are working towards a full club handicap.

‘The club has worked exceptionally hard to create an environment that juniors want to play golf in. The volunteers have worked closely with both the Local Authority and Wales Golf to make this scheme a success. The future is certainly very bright for junior golf in Cardigan GC and I am sure this is just the start.’

Blue tees have also been added to the golf course and they now have a handicap and competition system for both the main course and blue tees. This allows juniors to start at a younger age and have a clear pathway to becoming integrated into the club with a full handicap as soon as possible
