B & Y GC aims to provide a welcome to all golfers without prejudice. We have a small but strong Women Section, members of which are actively involved in the Governance of the Club and also in Women and Girls Golf at County and National level.  Signing up to the ‘Women in Golf Charter’ will confirm our commitment to maintain and improve the recognition of Women and Girls within our Club.

Achievements to date:
· Equality of subscriptions introduced in 2008 although prior to this time Women had protected Tee times on Main and Alternate days and access to such on Men’s Competition Day if required.

· Outside of protected competition slots all members have equal access to book tee times on any day of the week.
· Women are eligible to apply for General Committee. Two female Officers appointed by right, was increased to three in 2011. Male and female Captains have had equal status since 2018.  We have had a female Chair and have just welcomed in our second female President.
·  Our women have been involved with Mid Wales County Golf since its registration in 1986 holding all Offices except Treasurer. The County Junior Girls manager has held the post for several years. The current President is a Borth member making up a current contingent of 4 female members from Borth on the Committee.
· One of our senior women has been involved with Wales Golf as a selector, Team Manager and Captain for the Under 18 Girls. She was also involved with the G B & I International teams being manager from 2012-14 during which time G B & I won the Curtis Cup.
· 20% increase in female members over the last 2 years 
Commitments going forward:

· Continue to encourage women to play a full part in the Governance of the Club improving on the current level of 31% on general Committee

· Work with Wales Golf to reintroduce delivery of New to Golf concentrating on Women and Families 

· Maintain and extend social activities attractive to women and involving the local Community

· Provide better toilet facilities for women on the Course

· Encourage participation in Golf events at other Clubs and in our own Mixed Cup competitions
· Continue and extend the use of mixed tee and 9 hole competitions to assist women of advancing years to continue to enjoy their golf.
· Provide mentors and support for all new members.
· Work with Wales Golf and local schools to attempt to rebuild our once most successful Junior section
